2. Meeting notes

2.1. gLite
· EELA-2 official middleware is now the INFN distribution;

· Sites may still use the plain gLite and get support on the ticket system;

· Sites that choose the INFN distribution can get support on the ticket system too, since these tickets will be forwarded to the INFN support staff.

2.2. Information Sources

· EOC website (http://eoc.eu-eela.eu/)

· Contains important infrastructure information;

· It is SA1's default communication channel;

· Ramon Diacovo will provide accounts for every site manager.
· EOCDB website (http://eu-eela.eu/eocdb)
· More infrastructure information. It's the place for registering Site downtimes;

· Ramon Diacovo will provide accounts for every site manager and teach everyone on how to use it.
2.3. meeting regularity and format

· We will try to move from Skype to Evo;
· The intention is to hold the RC meetings twice a month;

· 20 minutes meetings;
· A good-practices document is to be constructed with relevant issues from these meetings.

2.4. mpi

· Since there's a large number of EELA-2 applications that require MPI, we need more sites supporting it. This translates into immediate corrective actions;

· UNIANDES & CIEMAT: working right now to get MPI working;
· UNICAN: having issues with MPI installation; need MPI documentation;
· Diego Carvalho is to provide MPI documentation links, both from Ireland grid admins and UFRJ.
· CETA-CIEMAT: Having network issues that need to be solved before defining an MPI schedule;

· UNAM: Question regarding the need for public IPs on the WNs with MPI;

· Public IPs are not necessary; only outbound connectivity.

2.5. vo software directory
· When configuring a VO, the VO Software Directory should also be configured. The VO Software Manager is going to use this to deploy software on the RCs;
· Site admins are to check if it is properly configured;
· The VO Software Manager is the person responsible for installing applications on all sites.

2.6. site reports
· CETA-CIEMAT: We received a request from Bruno Silva to deploy a software in our VOMS server but we don't know what is this about.
· Diego Carvalho: This is a software that will provide information about the usage of the infrastructure. In this case, it will account how many proxies were created, how many active users are there and so on.
· CIEMAT: Are all sites supposed to deploy the INFN middleware?
· Diego Carvalho: No. We are supporting this middleware because all training material used in the project is based in this distribution. Also, we made an agreements with the INFN support team and they will support sites running their distribution on the EELA-2 infrastructure.
· UNICAN: Last week we have stopped our RC, but we are resuming it now and there shouldn't be any problem in the next weeks.
· Diego Carvalho: In the next meeting we will present the EOC DB and you can use it to declare downtimes in your site.
· UFRJ: We are starting to test the MPI support on our site and we are trying to create a documentation that will help everyone to deploy it on their RCs.
· UNAM: I have some problems in my site. When we tried to connect to the LIP server we got a connection refused. Also, we have a doubt about the correct linux distribution to be used. Is it Scientific Linux or Scientific Linux CERN? Finally, what is the main repository for the middleware distribution?
· Diego Carvalho: We are now migrating from the previous EELA VOs (eela and edteam) to the new EELA-2 VOs (prod.vo.eu-eela.eu and oper.vo.eu-eela.eu). We advise all RCs to discontinue the support to the old VOs. We have details on http://eoc.eu-eela.eu/doku.php?id=accept_the_eela-2_vos about how to configure your site to accept the new VOs. For the new VOs we have also two new VOMS servers. You should use voms.eela.ufrj.br or voms-eela.ceta-ciemat.es.
· UNAM: Are we going to continue using Resource Brokers?
· Diego Carvalho: Actually, we only deployed WMS in the new infrastructure because the RBs are being to be discontinued in the next middleware distributions.
· UNIANDES: Now we have both new VOs configured. We will host the EELA-2 Conference next month and the user tutorial. We have a manual on how to configure the new VOs. If anyone need it we can send share it.
· Diego Carvalho: Please send us the manual and we can put it on the EOC website so everyone can use it.

2.7. linux distribution and repositories
· Sites may use any distribution (as long as the middleware can run on it);

· Sites using plain gLite can use the CERN or the UFRJ repositories;
· Sites using IG Glite should use the INFN repository.

2.8. operations and ood
· Starting from next week, SA1 will start to filter old infrastructure services from the IS. If this causes any problems, please contact SA1;

· SA1 is considering removing all (most are idle for more than 1 month) tickets after the Bogota conference, restarting clean;

· There's one UI running on UFRJ and one on CETA-CIEMAT, which are supposed to be updated frequently. Site admins can have accounts if necessary;

· OODs are currently on hold due to the crash programme;

· There will be a training session at Bogota (on SA1 technical meeting). After Bogota, the OOD shifts will be reactivated and precise operation procedures will be estabilished.

2.9. 2008 accounting info
· Partners were reminded to send the requested accounting information;
· It will be used on a report to the European Commition showing EELA-2 sites contribution to the world grid.
