CC informs that CLARA management has discussed the EELA-2 model for a dependable e-Infrastructure in Latin America. Grids are deemed very important but CLARA has limited economic resources. 

FU says that there are put grid activities in the contexts of the CLARA Community and Identity Management Services and says that in the long term any grid activities carried on in CLARA should be in agreement with what the NRENs want.
FU will send a document outlining how grid activities are framed in the CLARA plans.

CC informs that CLARA wants to create a Coordination Group of grid activities and EELA-2 representatives are welcome to be member of this board as well as all Latin American researchers.
CC says that he wants to have a proposal for the future of grid in CLARA to present at the EELA-2 conference in Choroni (Venezuela).
BM suggests to have a short document to circulate to the NRENs to get the endorsement of the model.

BM also informs confidentially that CIEMAT is willing to support grid in CLARA with up to 250 k€/year for 2 years. 

CC says that he could fund some manpower (1 FTE) in Mexico to work in CLARA on grid activities. He says that, up to his knowledge, the same could be done by Argentina, Colombia, Uruguay and other countries in Latin America.

BM will send to CC and Salma the list of EELA-2 new members in order to contact them for the CLARA Users’ Committee. 

CC informs that there will maybe be a CLARA’s Board of Directors meeting in Costa Rica on the 10th of August (date to be confirmed). He will check if a presentation of the EELA-2 model can be made there.
